Pre-treatment preparation to be performed by facility’s maintenance department





Remove all electrical wall plates, phone jack plates and light switch covers.


Remove paintings, mirrors, and headboards from walls


Unlock television sets from furniture


Remove tacking from the base of box springs, sofa beds and chairs.  If they are going to be re-fitted, place in plastic bags and transport to the laundry room only when they can be placed directly into the washing machine using hot water.


Open fire and CO2 detectors and remove batteries if possible


Remove the front panel from heating/air conditioning units


Remove all bedding and pillows, place in bags and take to the laundry room only when they can be placed directly into the washing machine using hot water.


Dispose of old mattresses and box springs that are in poor condition


Remove mattress & box spring from the bed frame and place upright against a wall.


Disassemble Bed frame


Vacuum the floor extensively.


Pry baseboards away from walls where possible.

Follow up Inspection and Post Treatment





Install heating pad with glueboard barrier to attract and detect live bedbugs at the end of treatment


Return next working day to inspect room and glueboards


No bedbugs found – room is clear


Live bedbugs or bedbugs on glueboards found – retreat


Return 2 weeks after treatment to re-inspect for nymphs and adults.
